BOHUNT BUS NETWORK SAFE & SET TO EXPAND

ONLY 2.6% INCREASE IN FARES.

With Government Funding being cut and Councils being forced to withdraw subsidised Bus services throughout the country, Richardson Travel will be maintaining their full Network of services to Bohunt School (now an Academy) at Liphook with only a minimal increase in fares of just 10p per day return. Director Roger Richardson says “with fuel prices so high, the return fare to take a child to Bohunt now costs little more than half a gallon of petrol!”

The growing fleet of Yellow “Util-Buses” has also made it possible for scores of schools in the area to have really cheap days out as long as they can be fitted “between schools”. Anything which helps to spread the cost of Home to School runs, all helps to keep down the fares offered to parents, he continues.

Using the same logic, Richardson Travel is hoping to introduce a “cut price” service from Midhurst via Camelsdale to Liphook for the Autumn Term. Although running earlier in the morning than existing services, the target is to keep Return Fare below £2.00 per day. For two weeks of this term (from July 4th), parents can sample the timetable for free. All they have to do is pre-register with Richardson Travel.

As an added bonus during the summer, rather than having the “Util-Buses” sitting doing nothing, youth organizations and playgroups or even parents can hire these vehicles for little more than the drivers wages and fuel costs for local trips that would be otherwise unaffordable.
